ASSISTED TRANSPORT TO AND FROM NORLEY SCHOOL

The following flow-chart should help you in determining whether or not you are entitled to assisted transport. 
Note that, following challenges to the County Council, it can now be confirmed that FREE transport should be available to the majority of Delamere Park residents upon application to Cheshire West and Chester County Council.





FAITH GROUNDS
· Are you applying to Norley CE School because it is your closest faith school?
· Unfortunately, following its policy review, Chester West and Chester Council has decided that there will be no assisted transport solely on faith grounds from 2012.
· The Council has said that it will be setting up a ‘hardship fund’ to help some families meet the additional cost - but the details have not yet been decided.
ASSISTED TRANSPORT/SPARE SEAT ENQUIRIES
IN AN EFFORT TO REDUCE CAR JOURNEYS TO AND FROM SCHOOL AND HELP REDUCE  THE CARBON FOOTPRINT, ANYONE QUALIFYING FOR FREE ASSISTED TRANSPORT IS URGED TO CONTACT THE COUNTY’S SCHOOL TRANSPORT DEPARTMENT TO APPLY FOR THIS SERVICE.

If your child attends Norley School, and you live you live EITHER within the school catchment area (as delineated on CWAC’s Admissions webpage map) OR within the boundaries of the ecclesiastical parish of St John The Evangelist, Norley (as delineated on the diocese map), AND it is the closest school to your home address, then the following assisted transport criteria should apply, and should be quoted when applying for free transport for your child:

· The first criteria that the Transport Service always look at is the distance from home to school –FREE  assisted travel will be provided if this is more than 2 miles away (primary school only).  

· If the route is less than 2 miles, they would then check if the route has been deemed as hazardous or not, and if it has, assisted travel will be granted regardless of distance.

THE RECOMMENDED WALKING ROUTE FROM DELAMERE PARK TO NORLEY HAS NOW BEEN DEEMED BY THE COUNTY’S ROAD SAFETY TEAM AS HAZOURDOUS, SO MOST APPLICATIONS SHOULD NOW BE SUCCESSFUL BASED ON THIS CRITERION.

In our own initial investigations it seems likely that any houses to the West and North of Delamere Park Way West are closer to Norley (this includes Uplands, The Cobbles, The Downs, The Dell, The Coppice, Westrees, The Spinney and The Chines). Houses on Delamere Park Way West seem generally to be closer to Norley.

 

Houses on the other side of Delamere Parkway West are generally closer to Sandiway - but not all.

It seems that The Burrows is closer to Norley and a few houses on Hollow Oak Lane, Longacre, Denehurst Parkway and a small part of Delamere Park Way East are also closer to Norley.

 

You would therefore need to establish the distance from your home to school using the reference tools referred to on the School Admissions information page.

NORLEY SCHOOL MINIBUS – no longer available from January 2012.
Current users of the transport have been contacted by the school and we have found an alternative provider at a daily cost of £3 per child. Please contact the school for further information.

Parents who live less than 2 miles from the school who feel that their route is hazardous can apply to the LA Transport Service to have the route assessed.  If it then deemed hazardous you will then be entitled to assisted transport.

You may still apply to Norley School but, unfortunately, you are unlikely to be entitled to assisted transport. However, you may enquire as to the availability of ‘spare seats’ on existing school transport – for which there would be a charge.
